THE ENGLISH MESSAGES

Find the letters in the second word in the name of the bank

First we will have to find a quiet place to stay and not too expensive, we’ll get rich after the operation. Write the price for bed and breakfast plus the evening meal. Keep the first digit of that price, it will give you your first letter.



Fingerprints will be a problem. Finding the shop where we could have our fingers and nails looked after could come handy. We don’t need those people to be too nosy or too clever. They have made a spelling mistake in the name of their shop. If you correct that mistake and count the letters it will give you the right number to find your second letter.



We will have to explain our presence. We could say we came for a wedding. One of the shops sells gifts for the occasion and also sells lots of other things. Count all the letters used in the three signs listing all they offer. The total will give you the next letter.



We could also say we came to buy property on the continent. Find a big estate agent. Write the number of the house. It will give you the next letter (avoid the small businesses where they could remember us).



Or we could say we are interested in luxury goods (which is truth by anticipation). A few trips to a shop selling perfume would confirm this. Be certain you remember the name of the lady who owns the shop and count the letters in it.



Wearing balaklavas is ruled out and hoods are too suspicious. We will need to buy hats. Find a shop and note its number.



Find a flower shop with a sweet perfume and inspect carefully the shop window next to it. The old sign above says STEAKHOUSE but if you find the name of the business ready to move in, write it down. Note the letter corresponding to the number of words in the name. 



It’s the title of a detective novel by Belgian crime writer Simenon.  It’s an inspector Maigret investigation. It contains an animal and a colour but, here, it is the name of a pub. To make it simple, they don’t call it a pub. Count the letters in what they call it. Add the number of letters in the name of the pub. Find the letter which corresponds.



If we use a car, we will need false number plates but we just can’t walk into a shop for that reason. So, let’s find one where we can pretend to do our washing. Self-service would be ideal. Investigate the gate on the right. Note its number and find the appropriate letter.



It would be reckless to travel with our weapons, so we will have to get some on location. Find an arms dealer. Note the house number. Write the letter this number corresponds to.



Place the letters of the first word – Leave the space blank if the number is higher than 26
